Make sure you’re in a contract
Out of contract rates cost up to 80% more than contracted rates adding hundreds, if not thousands, to your expenditure each year. They also fluctuate, making it difficult to forecast your energy spend.

Check your bills
Ensure that you’re being billed for the right meter, and that the readings on your bill are either sent in by you, or direct from a smart meter. Never settle for an estimated read as it could hide a nasty surprise in the future.

Use your online account
Most suppliers provide you access to an online account. Make it work for you – they often allow you to store your bills electronically, forecast your expenditure, and identify spikes in consumption.

Note your contract end date
If you allow your contract to finish you’ll either move to more expensive variable rates, or be automatically renewed into a pricier contract you can’t break for another year. It’s vital to know when your term ends.

Check your tax
If you’re a charity, or if you use less than 33kWh of electricity or 145kWh of gas per day over the billing period you should only pay 5% VAT.

Ask for money back
If you pay a fixed amount each month you may build up credit. Some suppliers bank this and don’t notify you. Keep track of the balance of your account and ensure you ask for it back so you can earn the interest.
