[bookmark: _GoBack]Before You Commit, Does Your Logo Work ?
When I work with my clients, or potential clients, to brand their logo on their clothing, it’s not as simple as just placing the garment in a machine and embroidering the logo. There can be a number of potential challenges which need to be considered first.

Firstly, is the garment the same colour as your logo ? This is something that can be overlooked, especially when there is a short deadline or immediate requirement. One logo I was asked to embroider this week was to have red text on a red garment meaning only half their logo would be seen and this would cause confusion with brand recognition. My tip would be to ask for a visual first before you sign off on your initial logo design to make sure of works on different coloured backgrounds.

Secondly, does your logo have small text ? From an embroidery point of view, this can be an absolute headache. To get a clear embroidery, we need to work to the small text first and this is generally 4-5 mm high with the width in proportion.

Keep your logo simple if you are to embroider this onto clothing. The more simple the logo, the more clearer your logo will appear.

Avoid gradients in your logo as these cannot be embroidered and won’t give your logo the finished professional look that you would like.
Finally, the best advice I can give you is to pop in for a coffee or e-mail me your logo for some free advice, I could save a lot of time and ensure your logo is presented in the best possible way.
