There’s a great deal more maintenance involved with a hybrid vehicle. As it uses a conventional engine, it’s necessary to change the oil regularly. Check the owner’s manual for a schedule.
Transmission fluid is also important and you’ll need to check this and replace or top up as necessary.
[bookmark: _GoBack]As hybrids also use a radiator it’s vital to keep an eye on coolant levels and fill when needed. Periodically the radiator will have to be flushed and filled to stop the accumulation of rust and debris in the radiator, which can prevent it performing efficiently. The fuel filter also needs to be checked and should be replaced at intervals. This, too, prevents clogging in the engine
