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Most companies utilize weighing scales in some form throughout their operations.  Make sure you are buying the right scale for the job with this handy guide.

1. Know your application - With so many different types of weighing equipment, you need to make sure you are buying the right scale for the right job.  Choose the right category for your application, often broken down into Industrial, Office, Medical or Vehicle.


2. How do you want to use the Scale - There’s always more than one way to do a job.  As an example, for weighing pallets, do you want to use beam scales or platform scales?  Each has their own merits so choose wisely

3. Get the right Capacity - Make sure when picking your scale that you choose the right capacity for your application.  Always over estimate, never under estimate.  


4. Choose the right Increments - So you now know what capacity you need, but the increments are also important.  The increments are the divisions the scale goes up in.  Generally, the higher the capacity the larger the increments are.


5. What size platform do you need - An important choice to make is the platform or base size.  You wouldn't want to be weighing a pallet on a 400mm square platform after all.


6. Are you selling or buying by weight - If you are either selling or buying by weight, or in a medical profession where you are prescribing medicine, you will need to have Class III Trade Approved Scales.  Also known as CE-M approved, Trading Standards Approved or Stamped Scales.

7. What do you want to do with the weight information - Do you only want to see the weight on the scale, or do you want to send that information elsewhere?  If so make sure you have a communications port on the scale to send the weight to a printer, PC or tablet.


8. Trust who you are buying from – Make sure you are going to be supported by your scale supplier after sales.  Getting to trust who you are purchasing from is important if you don’t want to be left hanging when something goes wrong


9. Choose an official Distributor – Anyone can set up shop and sell these days, but using an official distributor ensures you have access to the correct parts and knowledge at all times.
